e The discovery of a relevant and material deficiency in the product’s disclosure documentation,
e Systemic complaints and claims issues which indicate that the product is no longer suitable for the
described target market,
e Material and relevant reductions in our key product suitability metrics such as:
o Product acceptance,
o Financial performance,
o Product value and affordability.

We will review this TMD within 10 business days of the occurrence of any review trigger.

REPORTING

ProRisk must record all complaints received about this product on a quarterly basis (Complaints Reporting Period).
Our authorised distributors are required to provide to us written details of any complaints that they have received
about our product within 5 business days of receipt. If the complaints are systemic and indicate that this product is
no longer suitable for the described target market, we will review and update the TMD within the timeframe indicated
above.
